Matthew 17:20 - “ ... I tell you the Truth, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to 
this mountain, 'Move from here to there' and it will move.  Nothing will be impossible for you.”  
 
Jesus says that even a little faith can get "impossible" things done.  What is required of us to even 
have this much faith?  I think the answer is very simply illustrated in the faith that Jesus saw in a 
Roman Centurion when He went into Capernaum: 
 
Luke 7:1-9 – “When Jesus had finished saying all this in the hearing of the people, He entered 
Capernaum. {2} There a centurion's servant, whom his master valued highly, was sick and about to 
die. {3} The centurion heard of Jesus and sent some elders of the Jews to Him, asking Him to come 
and heal his servant. {4} When they came to Jesus, they pleaded earnestly with Him, "This man 
deserves to have you do this, {5} because he loves our nation and has built our synagogue." {6} So 
Jesus went with them.  He was not far from the house when the centurion sent friends to say to Him: 
"Lord, don't trouble yourself, for I do not deserve to have you come under my roof. {7} That is why I 
did not even consider myself worthy to come to you.  But say the word, and my servant will be 
healed. {8} For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me.  I tell this one, ‘Go,’  and 
he goes; and that one, ‘Come,’  and he comes.  I say to my servant, 'Do this,' and he does it.”  {9} 
When Jesus heard this, He was amazed at him, and turning to the crowd following Him, He said, "I 
tell you, I have not found such great faith even in Israel."" 
 
What was it in the centurion that demonstrated great faith?  What did Jesus see in the man to make 
such a statement about him?  Listen to what the centurion said carefully--you may learn something!  
Examine his attitude toward Jesus.  Look into his heart and see what motivated him.  His response 
shows who was Lord of his life!  
 
The centurion trusted Jesus.  He took Jesus' Word as the sole authority in his life.  He knew that 
Jesus didn't even need to be there, in his house!  Notice that this centurion actually never saw Jesus!  
Only his servants spoke with the Master.  The only thing the centurion saw was his servant become 
healed.  The centurion understood that the only way to accept Jesus' Lordship was to do and believe 
what He said--no questions asked!  If the Master says, "Go!" you go--if He says, "Come!" you come.  
Jesus does not mince words and we, as His servants, are not to intellectualize, reason out, or set aside 
His commands.  His Lordship will be shown in your life by your deeds expressed through your faith. 
 
James 2:14 - “ What good is it, my brothers, if a man claims to have faith but has no deeds?  Can 
such faith save him?”  
 
In the same way you entrust yourself to your dentist or doctor, as they examine your body, entrust 
your soul, even more completely, to the Great Spiritual Physician.  Your body will die one day and 
no doctor can stop that; but, Jesus can save your soul and restore you for eternity!

Have you ever had a longing for something you desired?  I mean something you desired so much, that it 
consumed your every thought.

That is 
why we need to be patient and wait on the Lord.  And when we don’ t wait on the Lord, we proclaim in 
speech, and most importantly in our actions, that God’s provision is not sufficient and that we are not con-
tent.  We are also saying, “God, since you are taking so long, I’ ll take over from here.”   Sometimes, I think 
that we don’ t take the Bible seriously because it plainly teaches us to: “Be still before the LORD and wait 
patiently for Him” (Psalm 37:7a), and “The LORD will fight for you; you need only to be still”  (Exodus 
14:14).  As we grow in our relationship with the Lord, let us be patient and wait on Him.
