The Power of Words

“As the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it without watering the earth and 

making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the sower and bread for the eater, so is My Word that 

goes out from My Mouth: It will not return to Me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the 

purpose for which I sent it.”  Isaiah 55:10-11 

 

We often use these verses, in Isaiah, to remind each other that the power of God‟s Word is working far be-

yond what we can see, at the immediate time.  The Word of God‟s effect is likened to the way the rain cycle 

produces a bounty of benefits each time it runs its‟ course.  We may not see the immediate affects of the rain, 

but it is none the less impacting everywhere it falls, causing a change, growth, fruit, and life!  The reality of 

the power of God‟s Word gives us great comfort and, because we know that when we share it with those 

around us, we can count on its‟ effect continuing beyond the initial reaction. 

 

Have you ever thought about how your words do the same thing?  No?  Well, think again.  Your words have 

tremendous power that continues to have impact beyond what you may realize.  Let‟s look at just a few 

Scriptures in Proverbs that speak about our words: “Reckless words pierce like a sword, but the tongue of the 

wise brings healing.” “He who guards his lips guards his life.” “He who guards his mouth and his tongue 

keeps himself from calamity.” “Pleasant words are a honeycomb, sweet to the soul and healing to the 

bones.” “The tongue has the power of life and death.”   

 

These verses aren‟t speaking about God‟s Words, but our words!  We have the power of life and death with 

what we say!  We live in a society that proudly promotes “telling it like it is”, “venting” in anger, and unlim-

ited “freedom of speech”.  The Bible, on the other hand, instructs us that nothing should come out of our 

mouths, unless it is of benefit to the person who is hearing it (Ephesians 4: 29).  How we say things and 

what we say is of equal importance, even the quantity of what we say is addressed: “When words are many, 

sin is not absent.” Proverbs 10:19 Nowhere in Scripture are a lot of words encouraged (Sorry to all who 

really love to speak often and much)!  

 

But, don‟t be discouraged.  In John 12:49 Jesus himself said: “I did not speak of My own accord, but the Fa-

ther who sent Me commanded Me what to say and how to say it.”  If Jesus had to be instructed on what and 

how to say things, we certainly shouldn‟t be so proud to think that we wouldn‟t.  Do you have a tendency to 

repeat yourself, often thinking it‟ll help others to “hear” you?  Do you sound impatient or rude?  Are you in-

sulting, when you‟re angry?  Are you sarcastic, judgmental, or critical?  Your words linger long after you‟ve 

said them.  They continue to impact the hearer, weather they‟re building that person up or tearing them 

down.  Needless to say, we all need forgiveness at times for our speech.  But, let‟s be sure we‟re not chronic 

offenders because, even with forgiveness, the words we‟ve said will continue to have effect.  

 

Learn to season your speech, speak “the very words of God” (1 Peter 4:11), speak like God and trust that 

your words are heard and they are much more effective when not overdone or muddled with emotionalism.  

This thinking is not optional – in James 1:26 the seriousness of our speech is summarized this way; “If any-

one considers himself religious and yet does not keep a tight reign on his tongue, he deceives himself and his 

religion is worthless.”  There are no good deeds that erase our nagging, angry, or hurtful speech.  Be disci-

plined in your speech, always remembering that the effects will continue beyond the immediate and strive to 

be one who brings “healing” and “life” to all.
