Mature, Complete, and Lacking in Nothing

In Hebrews 11, the “faith” chapter, we have an amazing summary of some of the greatest
things that God has done in the lives of the faithful, over the years. As I read this chapter, I
am always inspired by the great faithfulness of men and women who loved and feared God.
In this chapter, we see the kind of faith that leads to sacrifice, boldness, great victory,
perseverance, etc... I would like to bring to your attention one blessing that stands at the
very center of being a disciple. In verse 34, we read of the faithful who, “quenched the fury of
the flames, and escaped the edge of the sword; whose weakness was turned to strengthé o

At the center of discipleship is a call to be changed into the likeness of Jesus. Whatever you
want to call them, your ‘weaknesses’ or ‘growth areas’, they can become your strengths!
Like Ephesians 4:15 says, “Speaking the Truth in love, we will in all things grow up” until we
are “MATURE AND COMPLETE, NOT LACKING ANYTHING” (James 1:4). Look at Jesus!
What was Jesus’ strongest gift (encouraging, teaching, serving)? Can you think of His
weakest gift? No! Jesus was perfectly balanced and that is our goal in discipleship.

Like we read in Hebrews 11, faithful people have an attitude of growth and change. Have
you been in Christ now for several months, even years, and you’re more or less the same
person you were when you first came to Christ? If you did make changes at first, have you
become stagnate in your growth? Maybe you’ve even regressed? Over the years, I have
heard God’s call for great change in my own life. I naturally like to talk and be very
energetic, but God has called me to often hold my tongue and be quiet and still. I’m also
naturally a very bold and confrontational person, but God has called me to balance that out
with compassion and meekness.

I encourage you to go to http://www.licoc.org/sg/Personality Inventory.htm and take the
personality test (if you don’t have internet access, ask someone to get you a copy). This test
will help you see clearly what are your strengths and your growth areas. Remember, the
goal is to be completely balanced. Afterwards, click on ‘Personality Types’ and it will give
you an explanation of your personality type and the things that you probably need to work
on. Just a warning! Don’t try to work on everything at once. Create a vision list of only two
or three things, and focus on those specific areas, until those weaknesses are turned to
strengths! It will help to memorize verses that deal with your growth areas. Remember to
pray daily for God’s help (Romans 8:26). If you’ve already done all this before, do it again
and reflect on if and how’ve you’ve grown.

Finally, as you work on your growth areas, don’t forget about your ‘strengths’ a.k.a. ‘gifts’.
We all have areas that we are naturally stronger in and God calls us to use them to build up
the Kingdom. It is our hope, though, that some day we will reach a point when we are not
primarily known for one or two gifts, but we will be fully balanced and prepared for any
good work (2 Timothy 2:21) being mature, complete, and lacking in nothing!
