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Worrying What Others Think 
by Bernadette Gómez 

 
Proverbs 29:25 – “ Fear of man will prove to be a snare, but whoever trusts in the LORD is kept safe.”  
 
Do you ever worry about how you appear to others?  Do you ever ponder in your heart what others may 
be thinking about you?  If you do, you are not alone.  This is an area in which I continually retrain and 
renew my mind.  If you rarely struggle in this area, you may think that you don’ t need to repent as ur-
gently as someone who struggles often with this sin.  I encourage you to take heed because the more you 
indulge in this sin, the more you will find your focus divided! 
 
Worrying what others think can easily become a form of idolatry.  When we are preoccupied with wor-
rying about what someone is thinking of us, what we are actually doing, at that moment, is removing Je-
sus as the Head and placing that person as the “Head.”   Why should we care so much what others think, 
if Jesus is truly the Lord of our lives?  The following Scriptures help me to refresh my perspective:  
Luke 16:13 says, “No servant can serve two masters.  Either he will hate the one and love the other, or 
he will be devoted to the one and despise the other.”   Joshua 24:15 reminds us to “…choose for your-
selves this day whom you will serve…” and Joshua 24:14 tells us to “Now fear the LORD and serve Him 
with all faithfulness.”  
 
Worrying what others think does not promote unity and can cause a break in our relationships with oth-
ers.  The longer we allow ourselves to worry about what another person is thinking, the more likely that 
we will be tempted to imagine what the other person is feeling.  This could result in us acting upon our 
concerns, as though they were true.  If you ever find yourself about to fall into this trap, remember 
Jeremiah 17:9, which says, “The heart is deceitful above all things …” and be sure to clarify any con-
cerns you may have.  Don’ t act upon your concerns, as though they were true!  Our relationships with 
others are too valuable to give into fear and act upon the imagination of our hearts! 
 
Worrying what others think also hinders our effectiveness in serving the Lord.  Have you ever failed to 
preach the Gospel because you feared rejection or worried what the other person might think?  We, as 
women, are naturally perceptive and intuitive.  We are quick to pick up on others’  facial expressions and 
body language, but remember that we cannot discern someone’s heart!  We are admonished, in John 
7:24, to “Stop judging by mere appearances, and make a right judgment.”   1 Samuel 16:7 further in-
structs us by saying, “Man looks at the outward appearance, but the LORD looks at the heart.”   I have 
to continually remind myself to sow the Seed and to not worry what the other person might think, for 
God alone knows the hearts of men.  Who knows what fruit will result in the months and years that fol-
low? 
  
Although the flesh may be tempted to place such importance on what others think, the Holy Spirit re-
minds us that only God’s approval is what truly matters.  Let us guard our hearts by remembering Gala-
tians 1:10 when it says, “Am I now trying to win the approval of men, or of God?  Or am I trying to 
please men?  If I were still trying to please men, I would not be a servant of Christ.”   Let’s put our hearts 
to rest and trust in the Lord, as Proverbs 29:25 reminds us that the “Fear of man will prove to be a snare, 
but whoever trusts in the LORD is kept safe.”
