Entitlement is nothing new. It is yet another struggle for power. Apart from Scripture, we are fed the idea that each
individual has the right to conform to themselves; feeding pride, arrogance, and individualism. We are told that each
individual holds their own sense and version of truth. Each individual claims their needs are to be met by the greater
society - they are entitled - it is their right because of whom or what they are. This makes us a fragmented and divisive
people. What little unity or loyalty is left is spent on pursuing identification with any fringe group that can support our
cause or make us feel worthy. This damages our sense of conformation to Jesus, which is God’s purpose for us — our
need to identify and be united to Jesus, that we may be saved and not perish (John 3:16).

Jesus is our Entitlement

John 1:12
“...to all who received Him... He gave the right to become children of God...”

Although Jesus was mostly rejected by a self-seeking world, those who have opened their eyes to Jesus have received
the ultimate form of entitlement — children of the King of Kings! No one can will themselves children of God by their
own power, nor try to claim any promises apart from Jesus:

Ephesians 1:19-23

“That power (he’s talking about the power of God) is like the working of His mighty strength, 20 which He exerted in
Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly realms, 21 far above all
rule and authority, power and dominion, and every title that can be given, not only in the present age but also in the
one to come. 22 And God placed all things under His feet and appointed Him to be head over everything for the
Church, 23 which is His Body, the fullness of Him who fills everything in every way.”

Only Jesus Christ has true authority. Not only does He have authority over every power and dominion known and
unknown to man, but He is also the Head of the Church, which is His Body — His fullness! To be in Jesus is to have
this power. To be in the Church is to have the fullness of Christ:

Colossians 2:10
“...and you have been given fullness in Christ, who is the head over every power and authority.”

True Entitlement Comes by Complete Surrender

This power is not obtained through backstabbing, undermining, or bossing people around (lording over people). This
is not the way Jesus obtained it. Like Ephesians 1:20 says, this power and entitlement was given to Jesus because He
chose to give up His life on account of us. This is what the Gospel (1 Corinthians 15:3-4) is all about:

- It is about dying to self.
- It is about burying sin (being done with sin).
- It is about having new life!

Jesus showed us the way to Life is by carrying a cross while we are in this earthly tent. This is what the power of love
does! Let His love be show by how you carry your cross and identify with Him!

Esau failed to see
decision that cost him way too much. His bad choice even caused him to have a hard heart. Instead of seeing his

mistake and being humble and penitent before the Lord, he became bitter (Genesis 27:34), he despised his own

blessing (Genesis 25:34), and he had malice in his heart (Genesis 27:41). When he was 40 years old, he married

two women and the Bible says that they were a source of grief to Isaac and Rebekah ( Genesis 26:34). He was

miserable! His foolish choices not only cost him his birthright, but also his happiness, his joy, his peace, and his

enjoyment of life with his loved ones. Is sin really worth it?

The greatest cost of sin is eternal separation from God. There are many sins that can destroy your faith, but

there is something about sexual immorality that has such devastating consequences.
