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WE ARE CLIMBING JACOBôS LADDER 

 

In Genesis 28:12ff, we read about Jacob and his dream. This dream probably took place during a 

very lonely period of Jacobôs life. After all, he had pulled off a scam: he coerced his brother, Esau, 

into selling his birthright for a bowl of soup (Gen. 28:29ff); he received his fatherôs blessing by 

means of deception (Gen. 27:18ff) and now, he is on the run, fleeing his brotherôs revenge. And 

instead of having a sound, restful sleep, God gives Jacob a vision: A ladder touching the earth and 

extending way into Heaven, with angels ascending and descending on it, and a vision of the 

Almighty at the top of the ladder! He sees a God whose presence and promises surpasses even his 

fatherôs blessing. Promises of descendants, of land, of blessings, of homecoming and of Godôs 

continual presence! Jacob needed that reassurance during this low period. And seeing that vision 

and hearing the Lordôs words encouraged his heart! 

 

Like Jacob, we, too, find ourselves, at times, weary and in need of encouragement. Life can 

sometimes bring us down: family persecution due to our faith in Christ, financial difficulties, 

failing health, failed relationships, hurt feelings, and the daily struggle again sin can bring about 

discouragement. For this reason, the Bible encourages us to set our minds on the heavenly things. 

In our mindsô eye, it is good to view our own óJacobôs Ladderô and be reminded that God is with 

us, that His angels are all around us and that a glorious home waits for us! 

 

The Holy Spirit, through our brother, Paul, says in Colossians 3:1-2, ñSince, then, you have been 

raised with Christ, set your hearts on things above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of 

God. Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things.ò God urges us to set our thoughts in 

the place where Christ now dwells, where our final home will be! Since, through Christ, we have 

been rescued from spiritual death and raised to a new life and purpose, our focus and meditation 

ought to be on the heavenly world to which we are heading. Fixing our eyes on the things of this 

world does not bring the assurance and peace of mind that comes from a mind set on the things 

above. As the word of God says, the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace (Romans 8:6). Have 

you been climbing your own óJacobôs Ladder?ô Have you been peeking around the heavenly 

beauties that your mind envisions? On a daily basis, do you commune with God and view Paradise 

(as your mind sees it), contemplating on the joys that awaits you? 

 

As we journey in this temporal, physical place, let us, daily, climb Heavenôs ladder and peek at the 

beauties that wait us! For after all, we are climbing Jacobôs ladder even now! Each day that passes 

by brings us closer to our home with God! May the Lord richly, richly bless us and give us 

strength to carry on as we climb up higher and higher! Amen!

 The Green Eyed Monster

Proverbs 27:4 Anger is cruel and fury overwhelming, but who can stand before jealousy? Maybe 

youôve heard jealousy called the green eyed monster. Weôve all dealt with jealousy in our lives. A jealous 

attitude, left undealt with, can destroy relationships and have serious consequences in our lives. So letôs look 

at this subject in the Bible to learn how to deal with feelings of jealousy the right way so when it rears its 

ugly head in our hearts, we can defeat it. 

 

The Bible illustrates many forms of jealousy.  Sometimes thereôs jealousy over wealth, or power, or an-

otherôs success. The end results were always the same, destruction and evil. ñFor where you have envy and 

selfish ambition, there you find disorder and every evil practiceò (James 3:16). 

 

One form of jealousy we see is in comparing our success or accomplishments with the performance of oth-

ers. In 1 Samuel 18 we read that after David had killed the Philistine giant, the women of the towns came out 

and sang, ñSaul has killed his thousands, David his tens of thousands.ò When Saul heard this, he was so an-

gry and he kept a jealous eye on David from that day on. His jealousy distorted his ability to make wise deci-

sions, he even tried to kill David, and God removed Saul from being king. 

 

Even the disciples who walked closely with Jesus were jealous of each otherôs performance. Luke 9:46 says 

ñthen a dispute arose among them as to which of them would be greatestò. Jesus put them to shame by telling 

them that ñwhoever is least among you all will be great.ò (Luke 9:48) 

 

There are examples of jealousy over power among Godôs people. In Numbers 16:3 we learn that Korah, 

Dathan and Abiram rose up against Moses and Aaron out of jealousy. They swayed 250 leaders to gather to-

gether and say to them: ñYou take too much upon yourselves, for all the congregation is holy, every one of 

them, and the Lord is among them. Why then do you exalt yourselves above the congregation of the 

Lord?ò (Numbers 16:3) God punished these men and their households. They paid the ultimate price for their 

jealousy. (Numbers 16:26-33) 

 

Most of the examples in the Bible of the destruction that occurred because of jealousy were right in the fam-

ily circle. Look at Cain & Abel, Joseph and his brothers, and Rachel and Leah. If murder was the ultimate 

result of jealousy among some of these family members, how can we allow any jealous attitudes we have to 

go undealt with in our families? 

 

Here are some practicals we need to defeat jealousy: First, we need to renounce jealousy as sin. It is listed 

among the acts of the sinful nature in Galatians 5, right along with witchcraft and idolatry! Remember that 

Jesus was nailed to the cross because of envy and jealousy (Mt 27:18). Second, pray for the object of your 

jealousy. Youôll find that itôs impossible to be jealous of someone you are praying for. One preacher said, 

ñWhen love comes in the front door jealousy goes out the back door.ò Also, when Iôm jealous of someone 

itôs because Iôm not looking at all that God has blessed me with. I need to take inventory, and count my 

blessings, and reaffirm Godôs goodness to me. Being in Godôs Word and prayer is the secret to defeating the 

sin of jealousy.
