Ephesians 6:1-2 "Children, 

obey your parents in the 

Lord: for this is right.  Honor 

thy father and mother (which 

is the first commandment 

with promise)." The first 

verse says "parents", but the 

next verse says "father and 

mother", which proves that 

the word "parents" means 

mother and father, not father 

and father or mother and 

mother!  

Colossians 3:20 "Children, 

obey your parents in all 

things, for this is well-pleasing 

in the Lord."  

Again, from looking at all 

verses, we know that 

"parents" mean "father and 

mother", not the other way 

around! Unfortunately, the 

world has gotten people to 

think otherwise.  

God hates that kind of life-

style and those who live an 

ungodly life will answer to 

Him in the end.

few years ago, I've been 

enjoying a few shows in be-

tween kids TV. However, 

there was this show that I 

heard about. 

 The show was called 

"Bringing Home Baby." It's a 

show about the first 48 hours 

or so of the family's life when 

they bring the newborn home 

from the hospital. In one pro-

gram, it was showing two 

homosexual men who used a 

surrogate mother ( I figured 

they must have used their 

own seed to impregnate this 

woman) to produce twin girls 

for them to raise.

unseemliness, and receiving in 

themselves that recompense 

of their error which was 

due." Here, God condemns 

men being with men and 

women with women in a very 

unnatural way. Matthew 15:4

thew 19:19 "Honor thy father 

and mother..." Mark 10:19 

"Thou knowest the com-

mandments.....Honor thy fa-

ther and mother." Luke 18:20 

"Thou knowest the com-

mandments....Honor thy fa-

ther and mother.”

Simple 

answers only mock those who ask them. 

We cannot fathom completely the purposes 

of God.

Being in need of new clothes re-

minds me of one of Jesus’ parables 

found in Matthew 22:1-14.  This is 

one of the feast parables.  At the 

end of the parable, the king finds a 

person present who did not have on 

a wedding garment.  The individual 

had been invited to the feast and he 

had accepted the invitation.  He had 

even come to the dinner and been 

present.  It wasn’t, however, 

enough for the king.  Not only did 

the king demand a response to the 

invitation, but that he have the cor-

rect response.

But I can tell you the rest of the story. 

The broken-hearted father, who had 

been something of a "Sunday morning 

only" Christian, became an elder and a 

fine Bible-class teacher.

The Lord alone knows how 

many these brothers reached for his 

glory.  

 

The young man who was killed was the 

uncle I never met. My father was the 

next oldest brother after Earl. I am 

merely human and cannot explain the 

presence in this life of suffering and 

bereavement. But I believe that 

James was right when he wrote the 

following words: "Consider it pure 

joy my brothers whenever you face 

trials of many kinds, because you 

know that the testing of your faith 

develops perseverance. Perseverance 

must finish its work so that you may 

be mature and complete, not lacking 

anything" (James 1:2-4). 

 

The child of God cannot attain spiri-

tual completeness without facing trials.
