
everó (145:21).  When we 

praise God, we bless God as 

well. 

5) When we praise God we 

boast of His greatness.  The 

Psalmist writes, òIn God we 

boast all the day long, and 

praise thy name for 

everó (Psalm 44:8).  Consider 

Paul's words in Romans 11:33 

òO the depth of the riches 

both of the wisdom and 

knowledge of God! how un-

searchable are his judgments, 

and his ways past finding 

out!ó  Here is a praise of ex-

clamation that boasts of 

God's greatness.  God is truly 

worthy of our boasting.  

Jeremiah wrote by inspira-

tion, òBut let him that glo-

rieth glory in this, that he 

understandeth and knoweth 

me, that I am the LORD 

which exercise lovingkind-

ness, judgment, and right-

eousness, in the earth: for in 

these things I delight, saith 

the LORDó  

(Jeremiah 9:24). 

Praising God is an important 

part of the faithful Christian's 

life.  Let's resolve to know 

what we are doing when we 

offer praise to God.  It will 

both improve our worship 

and our spiritual lives. 

A s Christians, we praise 

God.  We do so in spo-

ken word, in song, and in 

other worship.  Do we un-

derstand what it means to 

praise God?  Do we know 

what we are doing when we 

offer òthe sacrifice of praise?ó 

In the Old Testament, there 

are different Hebrew words 

for òpraise.ó  These different 

words indicate slight changes 

of meaning.  There are at 

least five concepts behind the 

words for praise: thanksgiv-

ing, joy or rejoicing, adora-

tion or worship, blessing and 

boasting.  When we praise 

God, we do these things. 

1) When we praise God we 

give thanks.  The Bible is filled 

with the language of grati-

tude.  Psalm 106:1 reads 

òPraise ye the LORD. O give 

thanks unto the LORD; for 

he is good: for his mercy en-

dureth for ever.ó  Hebrews 

13:15 also teaches the rela-

tionship between thanksgiving 

and praise: òBy him therefore 

let us offer the sacrifice of 

praise to God continually, 

that is, the fruit of our lips 

giving thanks to his name.ó  

Undoubtedly, praise involves 

thanksgiving. 

2) Praise also involves joy.  

Psalm 98:4 declares, òMake a 

joyful noise unto the LORD, 

all the earth: make a loud 

noise, and rejoice, and sing 

praise.ó  In Luke 19:37 we see 

the two concepts used to 

extol Jesus in the triumphal 

entry.  The text says, ò...the 

whole multitude of the disci-

ples began to rejoice and 

praise God with a loud voice 

for all the mighty works that 

they had seen.ó  When the 

Christian appropriately 

praises the Lord, he does so 

with joy in his heart. 

3) The concept of praise 

means we also love.  We can 

see the love for God of Paul 

and Silas as they sang praises 

in the jail at Philippi (Acts 

16:25).  The man at the gate 

called Beautiful no doubt was 

filled with love for God when 

he was healed.  The text says, 

òAnd he leaping up stood, 

and walked, and entered with 

them into the temple, walk-

ing, and leaping, and praising 

Godó (Acts 3:8).  Love and 

praise go hand in hand. 

4) Blessing is also involved in 

praise.  Psalm 145 is a song of 

praise.  It declares: òEvery day 

will I bless thee; and I will 

praise thy name for ever and 

everó (145:2).  òAll thy works 

shall praise thee, O LORD; 

and thy saints shall bless 

theeó (145:10). òMy mouth 

shall speak the praise of the 

LORD: and let all flesh bless 

his holy name for ever and

Loving Christians Attend Worship 

Bible Studies for the Week of Nov 25th, 2007 

18:20 reminds us that 

wherever two or three are 

gathered together, "there 

am I in the midst of them." 

When the church meets, 

God meets with them. 

Second, they believe being 

with the church glorifies 

God. Psalm 29:2 says, "Give 

unto the Lord the glory due 

His name; Worship the 

Lord in the beauty of holi-

ness." There is a difference 

between a person who 

claims to follow Christ and 

one who publicly meets 

with his saints. Those who 

attend show their love and 

loyalty to the Lord; and 

those who forsake the as-

sembling give their support 

to other things. 

Third, attending worship is 

an interactive experience 

between believers. In He-

brews 10:24, the writer 

encourages us "to stimulate 

one another to love and 

good works." The example 

of love shown by other 

Christians makes our own 

hearts bolder to love and 

to do more. 

Fourth, worship builds us 

up in Christ. William Tem-

ple said, "To worship is to 

quicken the conscience by 

the holiness of God, to feed 

the mind with the truth of 

God, to purge the imagina-

tion by the beauty of God, 

to open the heart to the 

love of God, to devote the 

will to the purpose of 

God." The more we give 

our hearts to God, the 

more we grow in faith and 

love, the more we become 

like God, and the more we 

are willing to serve God 

before other. 

Let's determine to be loving 

Christians and attend wor-

ship at every opportunity. 

 

L  oving Christians want 

to be at church every 

time the congregation 

meets. They love worship-

ing God and being with 

others who worship him. 

They don't allow other 

activities in their schedule 

to keep them from attend-

ing. They even don't allow 

out-of-town visitors to 

keep them from worship. 

They want to be with 

Christians in worship even 

when they are away from 

home. They try to find a 

congregation and worship 

wherever they go. 

Why are these people so 

insistent on going to wor-

ship? Here are four rea-

sons: 

First, they desire to express 

their love to God. Worship 

is one of the means we say 

to God, "I love you!" When 

we worship, we are meet-

ing with God. Matthew

Turn Back. If you are going the wrong 

way, turn back before it is too late.
