bodies with one another. 

They exchanged the truth 

of God for a lie, and wor-

shipped and served created 

things rather than the Crea-

tor—who is forever 

praised. Amen.  

Because of this, God gave 

them over to shameful 

lusts. Even their women 

exchanged natural relations 

for unnatural ones. In the 

same way the men also 

abandoned natural relations 

with women and were in-

flamed with lust for one 

another.  

Men committed indecent 

acts with other men, and 

received in themselves the 

due penalty for their per-

version (Romans 1:24-27). 

 

I have to work at my atti-

tude about paying taxes.  I 

listen to Jesus and render to 

Caesar what is due Caesar. 

Even in the depravity of 

the crumbling Roman Em-

pire I have no reason to 

believe tax pounds were 

spent to support the homo-

sexuals among them. There 

were more than a few then, 

but support from taxation 

is not indicated. 

Edward Gibbon (1737-

1794) was an English his-

torian. His greatest work 

was completed in 1788 and 

was titled “History of the 

Decline and Fall of the Ro-

man Empire.” This work 

was described as the great-

est historical work of the 

18th century. 

Gibbon was not overly 

friendly toward Christian-

ity. Rather, he was some-

what skeptical.  Then, we 

also should recognize what 

he would call Christianity 

at that time. 

A fairly careful student 

will become alarmed to 

discover causative factors 

listed in the Fall identified 

by Gibbon also very preva-

lent in our society.

We have 

had an excellent definition 

since the Garden of Eden.

We need to preach the 

"whole counsel of God." 

We watch in dismay as 

whole congregations sur-

render to that which is 

popular rather than that 

which is Biblical. We ob-

serve in fear as Christian 

colleges to whom we owe 

a great deal slip away from 

the truth. I say this not in 

anger but with a broken 

heart! 

But I also say it with the 

knowledge that eventually, 

if we do not stand up for 

truth, the crocodile will 

turn on us, too. 

"Son of man," the prophet 

declared, "I have made you 

a watchman for the house 

of Israel; so hear the word I 

speak and give them warn-

ing for me" ( Ezekiel 3:17).
