As we remain 

mindful of maintaining our 

life as a suitable dwelling 

for CHRISTõS WORD, we 

will be led ultimately to-

ward our going home with 

Him for eternity.

Writing to the church at 

Colosse, Paul exhortedé 

ò(16) LET THE WORD

other in all wisdom, singing 

psalms and hymns and 

spiritual songs, with thank-

fulness in your hearts to 

God. (17) And whatever 

you do, in word or deed, 

do everything in the name 

of the Lord Jesus, giving 

thanks to God the Father 

through him.ó (Colossians 

3:16-17 ESV) 

What Paul was urging has 

to be ALLOWED to hap-

pen. The WORD OF 

CHRIST must be wel-

comed into our life. 

Though HIS WORD is 

Sovereign and will judge us 

all in the last day (John 

12:47-48), He does not 

force His Will upon us.
