Rested Development

The LORD is my shepherd, I shall not be in want.  He makes me lie down in green pastures, he leads me 

beside quiet waters, he restores my soul.  He guides me in paths of righteousness for his name's sake. (Psalm 

23:1-3)   

 

Several months ago, I found myself in uncharted and undesirable territory.  I was in the midst of 

circumstances that pained and unnerved me, completely challenging the very foundation of my life.  We all 

understand that bad times come, but it was important for me to find purpose and usefulness for these events 

in my life.  For an indefinite amount of time I made very little progress in this pursuit.  Thankfully, a dear 

sister —seeing my duress, passed along a sermon to me entitled ―Rested Development‖.  What peace I 

experienced from God‘s Word when I remembered one simple point— I‘m a sheep and my shepherd has 

given me this time of rest!   

 

As we all know, the scriptures liken us to sheep. (1Peter 2:25)  Our lives bear a spiritual parallel to these 

stinky and ―not so smart‖ animals.  Sheep are helpless, unable even to find their own food and water--hence, 

the need for a shepherd. A good shepherd will lead his flock safely to food and water and will make them lie 

down for proper rest.  

 

If I‘m a sheep, then I, too, have a shepherd who leads me daily and provides for my needs.  This set of bad 

circumstances was really not bad at all…rather a perfectly designed trial ground of rest.   James 1:2-4 reads:  

Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that the testing 

of your faith develops perseverance. Perseverance must finish its work so that you may be mature and 

complete, not lacking anything.  Just like a shepherd will use his crook (his big staff) to stop his flock and 

make them rest, God used this trial to stop me and make me rest.  Sheep will thrive when rested, and God 

will use our times of trial to make us rest—cease from distracting activity.  We‘re a busy people, part of an 

even busier culture that never sees an end to what can occupy our time. Thank God for Jesus, our Perfect 

Shepherd, who may use trials to stop us and bring us to His feet--our place of true rest and growth.  It 

became very clear to me that this is what was happening in my life.  Jesus was calling for my attention and 

needed growth was about to take place in my life.  

 

Oddly enough while facing struggle, you probably feel you‘re weakest, most tired, and stressed. Keep in 

mind Paul‘s comments in 2 Corinthians 12:10:  That is why, for Christ's sake, I delight in weaknesses, in 

insults, in hardships, in persecutions, in difficulties. For when I am weak, then I am strong.  These weak and 

frail times are the moments when Christ fills us and begins his restorative work in our lives.  The scriptures 

remind us that it‘s His power that is at work within us (Eph 3:20).  When we submit to God in our trials, it 

gives the Lord room and opportunity to work for us and on us.  He would love to do it more often, but 

honestly, are we always so willing to step out of the way when circumstances are in our favor?  Our shepherd 

knows our nature and will orchestrate the events in our lives for our benefit.  (Romans 8:28)  Thankfully, 

when we entrust our lives to Him, we emerge stronger and more mature in our faith. Amen!   

 

In closing and in stark honesty, I would have preferred an all-expense paid trip to Hawaii to rest and restore 

myself-- but my Shepherd knew better! Besides, Hawaii is too hot for sheep!  Let me leave you with a 

memorable quote from an ancient Roman Poet named Ovid:  Perfer et obdura; dolor hic tibi proderit olim.  

Be patient and tough; some day this pain will be useful to you.
