
in scripture that Paul sets 

down in 1 Corinthians 6:7 that 

sometimes we ought to accept 

being wrong in order to main-

tain unity in the body.  The 

example that Paul uses is a 

brother taking another brother 

to court.   

There may definitely be 

someone in the right and 

someone who is wrong in 

such a situation.  However, 

Paul teaches that it would be 

better to be defrauded than to 

engage in such shameful be-

havior.  This principle can be 

applied to other situations as 

well.  

 Unity trumps our “right” to 

be right in such matters.  

Sometimes it is better to suf-

fer wrong than to demand 

“satisfaction.” 

Third, we need to exercise 

plenty of patience with those 

who are in error on matters 

that would not be the source 

of division (James 5:10).   

 

There are some sins that indi-

viduals commit that don't 

threaten the unity of the 

church and there are some 

that do.  In those sins that 

don't threaten our unity, we 

need to be patient and allow 

people to grow.   

 

Con Inside 

P aul exhorted the church 

at Ephesus to walk wor-

thy of their calling, 

“endeavoring to keep the 

unity of the Spirit in the bond 

of peace.”  An endeavor is an 

exerted effort undertaken to 

reach a desired result.  In the 

case that Paul sets forth, 

maintaining unity is that ef-

fort that we undertake that 

requires exertion!  Unity 

doesn't just happen; we must 

work at it in order to have it, 

and it is worth having.  Our 

efforts unity must not com-

promise doctrinal truth, but be 

based upon it.  Hence, we 

have the seven great “ones” of 

Ephesians 4:4-6.  In such mat-

ters we cannot compromise 

truth for “unity.”  However, in 

matters upon which one's sal-

vation doesn't hinge, there are 

some principles for maintain-

ing harmonious unity among 

the brethren.  Let's discuss a 

few of these things. 

First, there is always the safe 

thing to do.  Let's suppose that 

we are discussing a doctrinal 

issue and there are two 

equally possible ways to un-

derstand a scripture.  Take for 

example the qualification of 

elders to be the “husband of 

one wife” (1 Timothy 3:2).  It 

is clear that a man that has 

never been married would not 

meet this qualification.  It is 

also clear that a woman would 

not meet this qualification.  

However, what about the man 

whose spouse has died and he 

now has a second wife?  

Some say that he is qualified.  

Some say that the qualifica-

tion means one wife for life.   

How ought we to resolve the 

matter?  In my opinion he is 

qualified.The path is equally 

clear to meeting this qualifi-

cation if he has one wife at a 

time. It is only when one 

comes to the table with the 

preconceived notion that it is 

"one wife for life", that it 

causes disunity. To those 

who understand the qualifica-

tion as having one wife at a 

time, that person understands 

that one wife in a man's life 

also qualifies him to be 

an elder. Therefore the path is 

"more clear for unity" by ac-

cepting both situations on an 

equal basis.  

Second, we do not necessarily 

need to insist upon our way of 

things even if we know we 

are right.  There is a principle

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achieve.  The athlete training 

for the Olympics doesn't want 

to puke his guts out, but he 

realizes that such comes with 

the intensity of the training in 

order for him to compete.  The 

college student doesn't neces-

sarily want to memorize all of 

the facts and figures of history, 

but must so do if he wishes to 

obtain a degree.  Missionaries 

don't necessarily want to sit on 

an airplane for hours on end, 

but willingly do so because they 

know the work needs to be 

done.  We do what we must in 

order to reach our set goals. 

When we look at the character 

of God we understand this to 

be one of His traits also.  After 

man's fall, God desired to re-

deem man from His sins so that 

He could once again live in fel-

lowship with Him.  The price 

that had to be paid for this was 

God's only begotten Son, whom 

He loved dearly.  Nevertheless, 

God paid the price in order to 

obtain the set goal. 

Jesus also recognized this principle.  

While He was on earth, He suffered 

many privations.  He said, òFoxes have 

holes, and birds of the air have nests; 

but the Son of man hath not where to 

lay his headó (Luke 9:58).  He was per-

secuted both by the Pharisees and 

Sadducees.  They finally put Him to 

death because He taught (rightfully) 

that He was the Messiah and the Son 

of God.  While they didnõt know it, 

this was part of God's plan for salva-

tion.  Jesus recognized such and said, 

òFather, if thou be willing, remove this 

cup from me: nevertheless not my will, 

but thine, be done.ó  He knew that He 

had to go through this if He was to 

fulfill the Father's plan for man's for-

giveness.  Thank God Jesus did the 

hard thing! 

Yes, we all have to do hard things 

from time to time.  Let's not be dis-

couraged because of it, but rather, 

take heart that enduring the suffering 

for the moment will produce peace-

able fruits of righteousness (Hebrews 

12:11).
