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Dead To Sin; Alive To God

Greetings, kingdom dwellers! How is your life in the Lord? One of my favorite passages in
the Scriptures is Galatians 6:14 (ESV), “But far be it from me to boast except in the cross of our
Lord Jesus Christ, by which the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world.” Not only
does this passage remind me to boast in nothing at all except in the cross of Jesus, it reminds me
that, as kingdom dweller, I am dead to the world and the world is dead to me! My life is no longer
of this world, even though, now, I am in the world. I’'m sure the passage speaks to you in the same
manner.

Having a right perspective of who we are in Christ is a key factor in overcoming the power
of sin! We know that, by His death, Jesus freed us from the penalty of sin (Isaiah 53:5-6;
Revelation 1:5-6). This truth is known as “substitution.” That is, He died in our place! At the
same time, knowing that we’ve been planted together in the likeness of His death and planted
together in the likeness of His resurrection (Romans 6:5 KJV) is called “identification.” That is,
since He died for us, therefore, we all died to sin and live for Him. (2Cor. 5:14-15; 1Peter 4:1-2)
Paul puts it in this way, “What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may
abound? *By no means! How can we who died to sin still live in it? Do you not know that all of us
who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? *We were buried therefore
with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory
of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.” Then he goes on to say, “We know that our
old self was crucified with him in order that the body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we
would no longer be enslaved to sin. "For one who has died has been set free from sin.” (Romans
6:1-4, 6-7 ESV) We overcome the power of sin by understanding the principle of identification.
Since He died, we died. And since He lives, we live a new life that seeks to please God. (Romans
6:4; 2Cor. 5:9, 15; 1Peter 4:1-2)

As the Spirit commands us through our brother, Paul in Romans 6:11b, “...consider
yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.” This truth comes from God. We must
believe and trust God and rely on His power to become what we already are: dead to sin and alive
to Him. This is done in Christ, by His power. (Phil 4:13) And keep in mind, since our struggle is
not against flesh and blood, but against the forces of evil (Eph. 6:12), we are called to resist the
devil (James 4:7b). How can we resist him so that he flees from us? By quoting the word of God!
Jesus is our example in this in Matthew 4:3-9. When we are faced with temptation, simply quote
the Lord’s word and in faith, say: “I am dead to sin and alive to God in Christ!” “I am crucified
with Christ, and He lives in me and the life I live I live by faith in Him who loved me and died for
me!” (cf. Rom. 6:11; Gal. 2:20). Just as Satan ran from Jesus (Matt. 4:10-11), Satan will run from
you (James 4:7b). Live as one freed from the penalty of sin and the power of sin, for we are dead
to sin but alive to God. Amen!

Are you Content?

Philippians 4:7-13

How is your life? Is everything exactly the way you dreamed it would be? Are you content? Nobody can predict the
future or how our lives will turn out or what situation we may find ourselves in. Sometimes we may even find ourselves
in situations that you would have never dreamed of.

God has promised us a chance to become a disciple and someday be with him in Heaven. However, He has never
promised a perfect, pain-free life here on earth. While we wait for our Lord we are instructed to be content in any and all
circumstances.

To fully experience contentment is to be free from worry and frustration about unfulfilled desires in our life. If you
examine what Paul tells the Philippians you will see that he shares with them two important points.

1. Contentment is not governed by circumstances. If this was the case we all would have some very big
problems. There is no magical switch to make everything in your life perfect. The problem is most people
are discontent because they do not understand this principle. Paul’s secret is “And the peace of God, which
transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.” (Philippians 4:7 NIV)

2. Contentment is regulated by our inner self and attitude. Paul did not have a “roller coaster faith” that went up
and down; instead, he had a calm confidence that nobody could steal something he possessed on the inside —
he was fully connected to God.

We all experience anxiety, but when we respond with faith and prayerfully cast our cares upon Him (7 Peter 5:7) our
sense of contentment cannot be diminished or stolen.

How to Make an Appeal

We have a wonderful role in the Lord as women, wives, mothers, daughters and helpers. God has amazing and
fulfilling work that He has prepared for us to do (Ephesians 2:10 NIV). Over the past several years, we have
been studying topics like submission, quietness, gentleness and meekness; in addition to what it means to be a
helpmeet. I have learned so much and am still learning how to fulfill God’s plan for my life. I find His ways
perfect and right — bearing much fruit.

On our journey of life we sometimes face challenges in our relationships; differences that need to be resolved.
It may be with your husband, boss, parents, church family members, etc. We all have bumps in the road of our
relationships and we need to handle them properly. We need to learn how to make an appeal when something is
off, when something is not right and when we have something important to say. Working on the character traits
of submission, quietness, gentleness, meekness, does not mean you never speak up, you never share your
thoughts, or you just go along silently with everything and everyone. When God has made something very
clear to us that another simply cannot see, we love them by sharing it. We must be able to use discernment and
good judgment, knowing when it is time to speak up. There is a proper time to speak up and there is a proper
way to do it. Remember in I Peter 3:1 (NIV) our goal is that others “may be won over without words by the
behavior” that we display. It is our submissive, quiet, gentle, respectful spirit that will give our words the
weight they need to be heard. In situations when your husband, boss, or parent is going in the wrong direction
and you want to win them over without usurping their authority (17imothy 2:12, Ephesians 6:1) gentleness,
meekness, respect, and humility are key.

Now there are times when what we have to say needs to be heard (not for our own sake, but for the sake of the
listener) and we encounter stubborn, strong willed people who refuse to hear what we have to say. That’s ok! If
you are a strong willed person yourself, it is important not to force your way to get them to listen, but to
persevere with patience and prayerfully look for opportunities to share your thoughts again. If you are a mild
mannered person who struggles with not speaking up enough, you must prayerfully persevere with
determination to love that person with the message God may be using you to share. Selflessness is important.

Also, it is never good to make your appeal in the middle of a heated discussion when you are upset, angry or
frustrated. The behavior of arguing with anger or raising your voice will hinder your message. You will not be
heard and you will not win anyone over with that kind of behavior. Anger does not produce righteousness
(James 1:20 ESV). Our appeal has to be well thought out, brought before the Lord for direction, and calmly,
respectfully presented to the person we are trying to communicate with.

The person we are making our appeal to must be secure and confident that we are looking out for their good, or
the general good of all. Ask yourself, “Does my husband or boss, have full confidence in me?” (Proverbs 31:11
ESYV) It is important to establish a relationship with that person in which they are confident that you are a team
player. They must be assured that although you may disagree with them, after you have made your appeal you
will fully support them and carry out what they are asking you to do — as long as it is reasonable in the sight of
God. This is submission!

We are valuable and precious to God, what we have to say is equally important and valuable. If we trust in Him
and act wisely, we can be used mightily by Him to impact others around us. May God bless you on this journey
called life!
